Life with a stoma typically requires higher
water usage than other households, and
Defra’s WaterSure scheme (for England)
exists to alleviate the high cost of water bills
for qualifying households. 

At present, the scheme is awaiting the
results of a six-week public consultation that
explored the need to extend current
qualifying benefits, including capping bills
for single occupiers, among other
proposals. 

The findings and next steps are due to be
announced by the government. Until then,
details of the existing scheme can be found
on Citizens Advice.

On Sunday 12 April, the streets of central London will close
to traffic for the annual half marathon, which will see
hundreds of people race past the capital’s iconic landmarks.

Andrew, from North Tyneside,
underwent stoma surgery in 2023, and was
determined to get back to living life to the full. As
an avid Bradford City AFC supporter, Andrew is
frequently at football matches and in the early
days after surgery, he often experienced
“embarrassing, soul destroying leaks” and didn’t
always have spare kit handy. To help others in
this situation, he created “emergency stoma
packs” which he delivers to clubs and other
venues around the region.
